ARTICLE I 

NAME 
 

CHICAGOLAND PT CRUISER CLUB 
 

ARTICLE II 
 

PURPOSE 
 

The general purpose of the club is to share goodwill and fellowship and to raise funds 
for charity with other people who own a PT CRUISER™ or CHRYSLER™ product. 
 

ARTICLE III 
 

MEMBERSHIP AND DUES 
 

3.1 Any person of good character who owns a vehicle as described in article II, with
 proof of ownership shall be eligible for membership.   
 

�  A prospective member must fill out an application. 
 

�  Club dues of $25 will be paid by the new member.  The new member receives on 
Club T-shirt..   

 
3.2 Annual dues shall be twenty five dollars.  The fee will include the member and their
 significant other.  
 

�  Renewal dues are non-refundable and shall be paid only to the Treasurer on or 
before the March meeting. 
 

�  Dues may be increased annually by a two-thirds majority of the Board of 
Directors and membership 

 
3.3 Associate Members are members who do not have a PT CRUISER but have a 
CHRYSLER product, or was a member in good standing and are interested in the 
general purpose of the club.  Associate members: 
 

�  Pay same dues as regular members. 
 

�  Have all the rights of regular members except they can't vote in elections and 
can't become an officer of the club 

  



ARTICLE IV 
 

EXPULSION AND RESIGNATION  
 

4.1. Any member will be removed from the roster for non-payment of dues after the first
 meeting in April.  Upon approval of the Board, a former member can be
 reinstated upon payment in full of back dues. 
 
4.2. Any member may be expelled by a majority vote of the Board of Directors for any
 conduct,which, in the Boards’ opinion, jeopardizes the integrity of the club. 
 
4.3. Any member who has not paid yearly dues on or before the March meeting will
 receive a reminder notice.  If payment is then not received by the April meeting
 those members will be terminated. 
 

ARTICLE V 
 

OFFICERS AND THEIR DUTIES 
 

5.1. The elected officers shall be President, Vice President, Treasurer and
 Secretary/Newsletter, Events Director, and Web Master. 
 
5.2. The President shall: 

�  preside at all meetings 
�  act as ex-officio member of all committees 
�  schedule regular elections in accordance with the by-laws 
�  schedule regular Board of Director meetings 
�  carry out the directives of the Board of Directors 
�  act as a public relations representative of the club 

 
5.3. The Vice President shall: 

�  conduct meetings when the President is absent 
�  be in charge of all club equipment. 

 
5.4. The Treasurer shall: 

�  collect all dues 
�  collect all other income due the club 
�  maintain financial records 
�  make payment with club funds authorized by the Board of Directors 
�  countersign all checks with the President 
�  provide monthly  and/or special reports of the clubs financial status to the Board 

of Directors and the members 
�  keep club clothing. 

 



5.5. The Secretary shall: 
�  record and maintain the minutes of the meetings 
�  maintain membership records 
�  give notice of all regular and special meetings based on the directives of the 

President 
�  produce the monthly calendar 
�  take attendance at meetings 
�  create and distribute a club newsletter. 

 
5.6. The Events Coordinator will coordinate or oversee all club activites. 
 
5.7. The Webmaster will 

�  maintain the club web site. 
�  Design and make any changes to the web site. 

 
ARTICLE VI 

 
TERMS OF OFFICE 

 
6.1. The term of office for elected Board Members shall be two years. 
 
6.2 In the event that a Board Member leave in mid-term, an election will be held within
 (60) days. 
 

ARTICLE VII 
 

ELECTIONS AND VOTING 
 

7.1. The nominations for new officers will be held every other year at the October
 meeting.  The membership will vote for new officers at the next meeting in
 November.  The new officers will assume their positions effective January of the
 New Year. 
 
7.2. To be nominated for any officer position, an individual must be a member in good
 standing and have a minimum of one (1) year active membership in the club. 
 
7.3. In order to vote in an election, an individual must have a minimum of one (1) year 
 active membership and attend at least three (3) club functions in that time.  The
 significant other who is not married to the member must be active in the club for
 one (1) year in order to be eligible to vote in elections. 
 
  



ARTICLE VIII 
 

MEETINGS 
 

8.1. Monthly meetings are to be held on the third (3rd) Thursday of the month unless
 they are changed by a majority vote of the Board. 
 
8.2. To constitute a meeting, as many members as possible and a majority of the board
 must be present in order to have any kind of vote. 
 
8.3. Regular membership meetings will be held at a time and place set forth by the
 Board of Directors. 
 
8.4. Monthly Board meetings are to be held the fourth (4th) Tuesday of the month. 
 
8.5. Special membership meetings and special Board of Director meetings may be
 called by the President. 

 
8.6. The order of business for all meetings shall be as follows: 

�  members sign in 
�  call to order 
�  introduction of visitors 
�  reading and approval of minutes from previous meeting 
�  Secretary’s report 
�  Treasurer’s report 
�  Events coordinator report 
�  Old business – questions and responses 
�  New business – questions and responses 
�  Announcements 
�  Motion to adjourn 

 
ARTICLE IX 

 
ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES AND ILLEGAL SUBSTANCES  

 
9.1. Anyone who is under the influence of drugs or intoxicated at a club function* shall
 receive a verbal warning which shall go on record.  A second offense shall result
 in immediate expulsion from the club. 

* a club function shall mean any function which has prior approval of the Board
 for gathering of the membership 
 
9.2. No smoking at any indoor club event. 
 



ARTICLE X 
 

DISTRIBUTION OF THE BY-LAWS  
 

10.1. The President shall keep a master copy of the by-laws at his/her office. 
 
10.2. Each member will receive a copy of the by-laws. 
 
10.3. The by-laws will be reviewed and amended, if necessary, on a two (2) year basis. 
 
10.4. The clubs by-laws can be amended at a special meeting of the membership in
 attendance.  Two-thirds (2/3rds) majority of all regular members in good standing
 present shall constitute a quorum. 
 
10.5. Approved and accepted amendments shall take place immediately.
